In 2017, Dr Claire Davies, researcher in Exeter University’s Astrophysics Group and Digby
resident, gave a talk on the Perseids meteor shower in Heavitree Pleasure Ground. She
kindly gave another talk in Digby in August, and offered a second talk on winter star lore.

The event will be held on one evening-night between 12-16 November. The actual date will
depend on the weather. If no evenings are suitable, the event will be cancelled.

The event will have two locations on the Kyrangle in Digby: a star-gazing area in the
darker area where the trees screen the light a bit, and an activities area closer to the
streetlights which can be reached on tarmac paths. Generic hazards for the event are:
Traffic on suburban roads

Uneven ground and wet grass

Anyone associated with the event being taken ill

Attracting anti-social behaviour

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All participants have been asked to sign up for the event so that they can receive
guidance.
